After being invited to a concert by Amnesty
International, he began his untiring activism through music, aimed at relieving hunger in
Africa. In 1985 he created the Band Aid Trust, funded by the two Live Aid concerts. In
2005, Geldof continued his work with Live 8, a series of concerts whose aim was to ask G8
members to reduce African countries’ debt. His work has been recognised internationally.
He has released a new album this year.
